New Rules for Serving Food and Refreshments
at Gallery 13 Receptions

The County Board of Health has recently imposed restrictions
on how food and drink can be served at public events. This
affects Gallery 113 in the following way.

1. Food or beverages must be store bought or supplied by a
certified food provider. No home prepared food or drink is
allowed.

2. Food and drink must be served to quests. The practice of
setting food out on a table and allowing guests to help them-
selves is not allowed.

As always, the Artist of the Month coordinates with the
Mezzanine and Small Image artists to provide the hors
d’oeuvres; however, they must comply with item #1 above. The
gallery as usual will provide beverages and paper products, etc.

In order to comply with item #2 above, it is the featured
artists’ responsibility to recruit volunteers to serve food and
drinks to guests. We recommend that there be one person for
serving drinks and at least two or three persons for serving
food. Please understand that it is up to the featured artists to
recruit these volunteers or do the serving themselves (which is
not recommended).

The gallery receptions hostess will assist you in setting up
before the reception and of course insure that there are ade-
quate paper supplies, cups, beverages, etc.
