A couple of particularly thoughtful responses arriv ed
recently concerning the idea of raising dues to hire a paid
staff person. I edit these comments to remove names and
make them fit in the newsletter , but the opinions are those
of whomev er wrote the comments. It’s clear we have mem-
bers with widely differing views, but no single view is 

likely to determine our ev entual course. Differing views and
discussion are healthy.

“The location and space that we offer blows every other arts
organization in Santa Barbara out of the water. That's the good
news. Now, the bad news. We have far too many members and far
too much dead weight. The art shows at Gallery 113 are very
inconsistent in the work shown. Many of our better artists just
don't show there because of this.  Often, the gallery is closed dur-
ing business hours and that is a definite NO NO! Our staff is not
experienced in selling and appear to be babysitting the gallery.

“If we raised the dues, say to $150 per year, many members
would drop out and we might be left with a more dedicated group.
I would think it would weed out those people who just don't have
a prayer of selling too. Then you could hire a gallery director who
would also manage the books. This person must be experienced
and have no other connection with the gallery If we ended up with
300 members, that would give us $45,000, and I am sure we could
get someone for under that.

“Do all the communications through the internet. SCAPE does
this and it works. Require all members to volunteer a certain
number of hours or take a specific job each year. Drop the commis-
sion to 20%. Believe me, you'd get a lot of people’s attention over
that one! SCAPE charges 50%, which I feel is way out of line. But
then, they are copying the Oak Group and donating 40% to an

environmental organization.
“These are radical changes but this

organization is floundering and wasting
a great opportunity to be a really viable
exciting place to show art in Santa
Barbara. As you know, the gallery scene
in Santa Barbara is really hard to crack
and we have such a good space that is
going to waste. Maybe we could do more
in the way of jurying shows in the
gallery as I feel the good work comes out
for the juried Faulkner shows. The
Faulkner doesn't get the traffic that 113
could generate with more publicity and
advertising.

“It feels good to get this off my chest.

“Hi President Bob. 

“1. Do I think hiring paid personnel
(director or treasurer) will solv e

some or all of the SBAA organiza-
tional problems? Answ er: a strong
"maybe." I think paid personnel
could reliev e the time-pressure cur-
rently on the president and treasurer ,
yes. But it would depend who gets
hired, and with what specific
instructions. If implemented, it
might be wise to do so initially as a
stated fixed-length trial (one y ear),
after which the board could analyze
and determine whether the results
justify the expenditure.  

“President's helper or financial
staffer? It probably makes the most
sense to hire a financial person, since
that job has very specific responsibil-
ities and therefore can be more dis-
tinctly quantified as to what is to be
done, for how many hours, and at
what cost. Relieving the President
with hired personnel seems more
fraught with difficulty . It is unclear
to me which particular parts of the

presidency job are the most time-
consuming and stressful and likely
to be reassigned. I would actually
suggest considering delegating vice
presidents or current directors from
the board to supervise the ingather-
ings since those appear most time-
consuming and repetitiv e. Said dele-
gate could report (in brief ) back to
the President with anything note -
worthy.  
“2. Should membership fees be dou-
bled to pay for the suggested part-
time staffer? I peruse this with grav e
misgivings, Bob. Members of this
group currently reflect the general
Santa Barbara community in being
divided betw een "people who have
lots of money" and "people who
don't." Doubling fees w ould immedi -
ately force out most of the people in
the second category (older people on

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fixed incomes), and I think that w ould be truly abom -
inable. As a group, they need the interaction with other
artists the most, and many have put in many generous
volunteer hours in the distant past. While I personally
could pay doubled fees, I wonder if I w ould choose to stay
in an organization which effectiv ely shoved out its less
affluent artists. Additionally , I would likely question
whether w e would suddenly be getting enough out of the
membership to justify doubled fees: 

“I don't use Gallery 113 anymore; SBAA Faulkner
shows are down to fewer and fewer each year; and any
other art venue around town I can qualify for through
Goleta Valley Art Association, anyway.  Reading the com-
ments of all those who heartily endorsed fee-raising in
emails to you also gave me qualms. My experience at
Gallery 113 (as board member for awhile; as one-artist-
show scheduler for over a year; as once-a-week sitter for
1-1/2 years) taught me that the artists most likely to advo-
cate higher fees to solve problems were also those
absolutely the least likely to themselves volunteer to do
ANYTHING. I w ould therefore counsel caution lest an act
meant to decrease workloads by raising fees further shrink
the viable volunteer pool. 

“Here's a random thought: W ould the Board consider
underwriting the first y ear of a paid part-time financial
staffer out of moneys already in the treasury? Effectively,
that is money members have ALREADY kicked in.
Perhaps this could be done with the understanding that if
the paid staffer works out, fees will be raised in the second
year to cover salary costs. That seems less likely to attract
complaining than immediately charging more for some -
thing which might prov e iffy. It might also be wise to sus-
pend jurying in new members until that issue is settled.”
