Our Dona tions Mak e a Dif fer ence
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Paul Perlmutter ,  one of the founding members of Gallery
113 and an active participant in SBAA for many y ears,
passed away in Nov ember 2005. At SBAA’s 50th
Anniv ersary celebration and exhibit in 2002, Paul’s oil self-
portrait w as given the Best in Show award. He is also per-
haps the only member who received two first awards in a
monthly show – one for painting and one for sculpture.

Born in 1910 in Toledo, Ohio, Paul was recognized for
his talent which grew under the tutelage of Israel
Abramosfsky, noted Toledo artist. At eighteen years of age,
Paul was the first winner of the city’ s Libbey Aw ard which
funded his early y ears of study in New York under John
Sloan of the Art Students League.  In Greenwhich Village
he met Ruth Talbot, also of Toledo, who became his muse
and life-long lov e for 70 years until her death in 1998.

In 1940 Paul and Ruth returned to Toledo where he
became Art Director for P eople’s Jewelry Company, a fami-
ly business. A leading artist in the area, Paul studied with
Max Weber and briefly with Hans Hofmann. In 1967 Paul 

retired and he and Ruth mov ed to Santa Barbara, where 
his art continued to flourish and where he w on numerous
awards.

His w ork is represented in priv ate collections through-
out the US and Canada, and has been shown in galleries
and museums across the country, including New Y ork,
Toledo, Providence, San Francisco and Santa Barbara.

He was the loving father to tw o sons, David and
Daniel, grandfather of seven grandchildren, and great-and
great-great grandfather of 24. He was a gentle, kind, and
humble man and a fine artist. We will keep him in our
memories.

Recently Paul’s family published a beautiful paperback
book in full color about P aul’s work, Paul Perlmutter - a
Century of his Art. The book originally sold for $60. The
family is offering copies for $25 to SBAA members. Please
contact Lori Corn at  Lcorn2002@yahoo.com, or call 831-
335-4889 for information.

Bradshaw, an advocate for
the arts, has juried contests for Photographer’s Forum
Magazine. His most current publication is a photographic

M. Bradley Elliott completed undergraduate work at
Colorado State University before receiving his B.A. degree
from Brooks Institute of Photography. He has worked as a
staff photographer at Westmont College for 20 years. Elliott
is also an accomplished freelance photographer specializing
in educational and nonprofit publications, and is a member of
The National Association of Photoshop Professionals.

Karen Sinsheimer is the Curator of Photography at the
Santa Barbara Museum of Art. In her fourteen-year tenure
she has organized over ten traveling exhibitions, shown in
both national and international venues, each accompanied
by a major publication. Sinsheimer is currently at work on the
fifth exhibition in a series of six, focused on the 19th century.
