10 Easy Ways To
Liven Up Your P aintings

1. Tone your background in a rich solid color, and let it
shine through subsequent layers.

2. Texturize the paint in light-struck areas with thick
applications and loose brushwork.

3 Brighten the lower part of a shape. For example, the
lower part of a sky is usually lighter, and can therefore
be brighter, as well.

4. Vary the amount on different strokes to make some
solid and others sheer.

5. Apply highlights with simple, single strokes.

6. Make the edges of some shapes blend into and
overlap each other. Remember there are no straight
lines in nature.

7. Soften edges where appropriate, such as on a cast
shadow or a fold in draped fabric.

8. Experiment with bright, unrealistic colors, such as an
orange sky.

9. Add a shadow line in a dark but exciting color--
never black--to ground an object or person.

10. Try placing a contrasting line in a complementary
color between shapes to create a vibrating effect.
