HERE AND THERE. . .

It was a dark and stormy night...

and a dozen SBAAmembers braved
the weather for an excellent critique
of our January Faulkner show. This
was our first juror ’s critique in a long
time and was given by Valori Fussell,
who spoke for nearly tw o hours
about how she approaches jurying,
the responsibilities and some of the
difficulties of being a juror , and what
aspects of specific pieces got them
included or w on them awards. She
also spoke in general terms about
why some pieces were rejected.

After she finished the original
jurying, V alori spent a long time
curating the show, arranging the
pieces in the order in which she
wanted them hung. At the critique
she explained how she tried to both
choose art and arrange pieces so that
the show made a cohesiw statement
and was presented as an artistic piece
in itself. It w as interesting to step
back and view the entire show as a
single “collage” of art.

We had some good discussions
among the group and we all got to
know our fellow SBAA members a
little better. We will be announcing
more of these critique sessions in the
future and w e hope to make them a
regular part of our juried shows.
Hope to see you there.

An Update on Changes
for the SBAA

We have hired a professional book-
keeper to clean-up and maintain the
Association’s books. We are able to
hire this bookkeeper (at least for a
while) without raising dues. This is
not the new management position we

have been discussing in recent
newsletters, but it is a small step in
that direction.

To further explore the possibility
of hiring a manager, Jacqui Brawo,
one of our vice-presidents, has gener
ously offered to temporarily take on
the duties we would assign to a man-
ager. This will allow us, at no cost, to
explore what duties should stay with
the presidency and what duties might
be assigned to a paid manager By
doing this w e should learn whether
the idea works well, be able to dewel-
op a job description, and find out
how much time w ould be involved.
Then, IF we decide to move the
Association down this path, w e will
know better how to make the needed
changes.

It is always an honor to be asked to jury the artwork of others. | take the responsibility to
heart, and it is never easy to “reject” someones work. | am frequently on the artist side of
this issue and always wonder “what happened” when my w ork is not accepted. My experi-
ence as a juror has shown me that sometimes, esn if work is good as an individual piece, it
may be inappropriate to the shape of the show as a whole and based on that, it must be
turned down. It is nev er the wish of any juror to discourage an artist. As artists, we must
keep trying, making our w ork, and putting it out there for the public. But w e must make it
for ourselves.And remember, or perhaps learn in the making of it, “Why w e make it.” - VF
