Glee continued her art studies throughout
high school as well as at the College of
Charleston and the University of South
Carolina. After graduating, Glee w orked in
hand-built ceramics for several years at the
Baltimore Clayw orks in Maryland, where she
also kept her own studio. She moved to Santa
Barbara in the spring of 2004 with her family
and maintains a studio in her home. She con
tinues to paint in a strong colorist style,
exploring California seascapes and landscapes
as well as portraiture and abstracts. Glee has
won numerous awards for her work and is an
active member of the Goleta \alley Art
Association and the Contemporary Arts
Forum.

JUROR'S STATEMENT

In selecting work for a group exhibition,

it is important to remember that every entry is
unique, and every entry has the potential to
reveal something about its maker. Even though
the number of entries was small for this particu-
lar venue, the selection criteria remain the same
for any number of entries. As a jurist, it is my
responsibility to select the best of what is offered
to my eye, not only through the formalistic quali-
ties of the work presented, but through the mys-
tery of the underlying nature of the visual investi-
gation. As an educator, | strive to push students
to investigate the things that “might be,” to
explore the possibilities of the “what-if.” This atti-
tude is with me as | view the entries for an exhi-
bition. | ask myself, “What has the artist done to
provide an interesting vision? What has the artist
done to make me spend more time with the
work? What has the artist done to entice me to
recognize the value of their exploration?”

Many of these questions help me turn my atten-
tion away from the comfortable, and away from
the things | have seen before. These questions
also lure my attention to things that are fresh,
such as a unique color scheme, an investigative
manipulation of surface, a delicate sensitivity or
an aggressive handling of the media, or an
unusual visual perspective. Artists always need
to see their investigations as process,not merely
products. Art making is always practice. We get
good at something, yet we feel the need to get
out of our comfort zone. We explore, yet we
need diligent practice in order to get better. It
never ends; we never really perfect anything.
There is always something more to learn, some-
thing more to investigate.

Each of the selections in this current exhibit was
chosen according to these criteria. Variety is
always a necessary ingredient in any exhibition,
because artists are all different. Since there
were significantly fewer entries than usual for
this show, | made an effort to retain as many
entries as possible. There will always be the
elimination of those pieces that are poorly com-
posed, poorly executed, or poorly framed. Those
receiving awards met the criteria mentioned
above. There was no question in my mind that
those works contained some essential sense of
mystery, some essential sense of ongoing
process, and some essential quality of execution
that awakened my perceptions.

It is indeed gratifying to note the excellence that
abounds in the Santa Barbara Art Association. |
will continue to appreciate the unfolding journey
of the many talented individuals who contribute

their gifts to the artistic wealth of our community.
