In preparation for being the president of SBAA | have been
researching our Association’s records and history. | will pass
on some of the interesting facts I've uncovered in occasional
short pieces like this one in the newsletter. If any of you have
stories or reminiscences from the past days of SBAA please
write them up and submit them to the newsletter. Perhaps
L this can become a regular short article space.

One of the first documents | studied is our Articles of
Incorporation, which were first filed with the Secretary of the
State of California on April 15th, 1952 (three years before |
was born!). The entire document is both inspiring and impos-
ing, but too long to reproduce here. A few of the highlights:
under “Objects and Purposes of the SBAA” it reads: “to sup-
port educational, artistic and scientific pursuits...to hold
exhibits of paintings, works of art and objects of scientific
interest...to establish, own, control and maintain galleries,
libraries, schools and institutes...to erect and furnish build-
ings...to maintain and beautify gardens and grounds...to
conduct expeditions or explorations of scientific quest...and,
in general, to do any and all things conducive to the dissemi-
nation of knowledge of art and of science...”
