A New Policy for Late Dues

FORA NUMBER OF YEARS

now, the SBAA policy has been
that if y ou forget to pay your dues
on time you have to re-jury to con-
tinue being a member. This policy
has angered and lost us members,
and has been a recurring source of
tension. Imagine my amazement
when, while studying old SBAA
records, | came across a set of min
utes from a Board of Directors
meeting that cancelled that policy and started a new official
SBAA policy. In 1993! Somehow between then and the last
few years, we (apparently) forgot the change and reverted
back to the original policy. We are re-affirming the policy
adopted in 1993, which is stated below.

The official policy from this time forward is: “When
dues are not more than 1 year past due, a member may be
reinstated by either paying the past dues plus a $25 fine or
resubmitting w ork to the jurors at the regular ingathering
for new members.”

Here’s the wonderful letter from SBAA member Ken
Foresta that brought about this change:
