"INTERFACE : People - Land - Water" is the title of Peter Worsley's "Artist Of The
Month" exhibit. Any one who liv es in Santa Barbara frequently interfaces with the ocean
and the land. With a continuing interest in w ay people interact with their surroundings,
the combination forms the basis of many of Peter's paintings. "Usually a story evolves in
my mind about people I meet, or places and events I observe - from which I compose a
painting. The story is for the view er to participate and enjoy." 

Most of Peter’s recent paintings are composed in the studio from ideas conceived by
viewing multiple digital camera images. His colorful genre paintings are in gouache on
canvas or clayboard, with a varnish finish. W ith his frequent use of impasto, it is difficult
to realize that they are not in oil or acrylic.

Peter is offering a free illustrated Gallery Talk at 7:00 p.m., Gallery 113, Friday
September 16. There you may learn more about the evolution of his artw ork, and
his current ideas and techniques.

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Noted photographer Bret Gum was juror at the ingathering
of the Faulkner Gallery August exhibit on August 1. 
Here are his choices for awards and his comments.

“IT WAS A PRIVILEGE and an honor to act as juror for the most recent art show put on by the
Santa Barbara Art Association. Not surprisingly, this wonderful stretch of coast is a hive of talented
artists. It’s the diversity of the art that is surprising. One could easily expect a gallery full of land-
scapes, each with their own interpretation of the beautiful surroundings - but it was really something
special having the opportunity to encounter so many distinct styles in one sitting.

To note, this also made things difficult. Although a juror would probably be more inclined to cite
composition, balance, use of color and technique as the manner in which they judge, I believe they are
equally as influenced by past experience, present interests and particular moods. Stated differently, I
had to think twice before removing any piece – nothing was “not good.” Though this may do little to
ease the discouragement of artists whose work is not hanging at the moment, it is quite encouraging
for Santa Barbara’s art community. Thank you, and well done."
