
A New Fund to Support Local Art S tudent s

The art programs at our local
junior high and high schools are in
trouble. When the high school art
teachers accepted their $750
donations from the Patrons Fund
at our annual meeting in May , they
shared their frustration with the
dwindling supply budget. In the
past few years the art-supply
budgets of public schools have
been drastically cut while costs

have increased. Many of our members at that meeting were
shocked at what they heard and wanted to find a w ay to
help. Our desire to giv e the schools more specific aid was
the inspiration for the new Student  Art Fund that SBAA is
starting.

The Student Art Fund (SAF) will collect donations and
use them to help local school art programs by directly pur -
chasing materials and supplies needed by students. The
amount available to each school will be based on the num-
ber of students enrolled in that school’s art classes.

The SAF program will be separate from the existing 

Patrons Fund, which will continue to operate as it has for
the past few years; funding scholarships, making donations
to the SB library for art books, and supporting other art
needs in our community .

The SAF is being launched with a request to SBAAmem-
bers on page 4 of this newsletter. The proceeds from our
donations will provide a base for the SAF as well as pay for
a larger mailing designed to bring in donations from
sources outside SBAA. The goal is to have an SBAA-based
fund that draws money from many parts of our community
for the good of our local art students.  

This program w as conceived by SBAA members Linda
Nelson, Sally Hamilton and Audie Lov e. They have enlisted
support from many activ e and retired local teachers. Our
Board of Directors has voiced its strong support for this
program and w e have included a donation form with this
newsletter.

Step One Art
Gallery Moves On
ON SEPTEMBER 25, TEN YEARS TO
the day the lease was signed on its first
location at 657 Linden Avenue, Step
One Art Gallery, nee Step One: a
gallery, will close its doors at 855 Linden
in Carpinteria.

It has been a productive decade for the
non-profit co-operative gallery which
was founded primarily to bring a new
awareness of the arts to the Carpinteria
community. Not only has it provided a
place for local artists (and beyond) to
display and sell their work, but it has
also been the catalyst and first step for
the establishment of a Community Arts
Center. Donations solicited and received
by the gallery became the seed money
for the founding of the Carpinteria Valley
Arts Council, the organization now over-
seeing the building of the Center.

Over the years, more than 75 visual
artists, along with numerous patrons
and generous donors, have contributed
to the membership of the co-operative.
They have been the volunteers who
have provided financial support, main-

tained the gallery and kept it open for
business. They have filled the walls,
pedestals, racks and cases with an
eclectic array of art. Some have exhibit-
ed, won an award sponsored by a local
business or resident, and/or sold their
work for the very first time at Step One.
The gallery has featured the work of
well-known local artists as well as show-
cased the efforts of schoolchildren.
Member artists taught workshops and
classes for both children and adults.
Scholarships for Summer Art Fun class-
es, a youth art education program origi-
nally begun by Step One  in association
with the Carpinteria Woman’s Club and
later continued with CVAC, were subsi-
dized by the gallery’s sale of greeting
cards based on children’s artwork. 

The grounds of Step One have been the
location for hundreds of monthly recep-
tions where the public greeted the artists,
recognized donors, and enjoyed convivial
conversation and engaging critiques.
These same grounds were occasionally
transformed into a locale for Y’Art sales
in order to raise funds for the gallery. In
1997, the Carpinteria City Council, honor-
ing the gallery’s first anniversary, issued
a Proclamation setting aside the month of
October for a Celebration of the Arts. In
support of this action, the gallery part-

nered with the Carpinteria Valley Art
League and the business community to
bring ArtStroll to a city whose residents
prefer a pace slower than a Walk. This is
a significant list of accomplishments for a
gallery that ended its first year just 73
cents in the black.

When the rental cost of its initial location
increased beyond the gallery’s means,
Step One member artist and property
owner, Patti Sim made a second loca-
tion available for the growing gallery at
855 Linden Avenue. In 2005, the
Carpinteria Valley Arts Council finalized
the purchase of this property, designat-
ing it the site of the forthcoming
Carpinteria Community Art Center. Step
One has continued its operations in its
home in the vintage building on the
property, but recently began to have dif-
ficulty meeting rental and operating
costs. Sadly, this has proved an insur-
mountable obstacle and Step One Art
Gallery will vacate the premises as it
celebrates its 10th anniversary.

Step One artists want to continue to
serve the community that has supported
them and their efforts over the years.
The co-op will remain a not-for-profit

WILDLING ART MUSEUM ANNOUNCES 
INTERNATIONAL JURIED ART COMPETITION

“Endangered Species: Flora and Fauna in Peril” is the title of the
Wildling Art Museum’s first juried art competition, which will culmi-
nate in an exhibition at the Museum in Los Olivos, California, in the
summer of 2008.

Open to any artist living in the United States or abroad, submit-
tals can depict any species of flora or fauna that is identified by the
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service as threatened or endangered in
North America (consult www.fws.gov/endangered). Works, limited to
two per artist, must be submitted as 35mm slides or digital images
on CD before November 30, 2007. Cash prizes to be awarded total
$17,000 and the entries that are accepted for the exhibition will be
reproduced in a full-color catalogue.

Jurors are Dr. J. Patrick Kociolek, Executive Director, California
Academy of Sciences in San Francisco; Amy Scott, Curator of
Visual Arts, Autry National Center, Museum of the American West,
Los Angeles; and Karen Sinsheimer, Curator of Photography, the
Santa Barbara Museum of Art. Dr. David J. Wagner, Curator/Tour
Manager for the Society of Animal Artists, is the consulting curator.

The Wildling Art Museum is dedicated to presenting the art of
America’s wilderness. The purpose of the Museum’s art competition
is to recognize, promote, and reward excellence among outstanding
contemporary artists and to heighten public attention and aware-
ness about endangered and threatened flora and fauna.

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Student Art Fund

Dear Fellow Artists,
Since 2001 the members of the Sant a Barbara Art
Association, through their Patrons Fund, have provided
scholarship s to college art student s and donations for 
supplies to the public Sant a Barbara and Carpinteria High
Schools’ art dep artment s.  We are now happy to announce
the launching of a sep arate new program, the S tudent Art
Fund, to increase our support for the area junior and senior
high school art programs.

Prices of art materials have climbed significantly over the
past few years.  At the same time there has been an even
more significant decline in the funding for art supplies in
the local secondary school district s.  In the last few years
funding for supplies for each school’ s art program has
declined by as much as 50%. S tudent s and their families
have been called upon to furnish more and more of their
own supplies and in addition, to p ay increased art lab fees.
No student is turned away because of inability to p ay, but
the art dep artment s’ budget s have increasingly been
drained of resources needed to support potential student
art project s.

Members of our committee, both present and p ast art teach -
ers and members of the Sant a Barbara Art Association,
know the frustration of trying to present a rich art program
with limited supplies. As artist s we remember that art class
was a place where we could make something of our own,
make a unique st atement, learn about and see the work of
artist s throughout history , and experience a class where our
individual expression was appreciated. None of this was
possible without the materials to make our st atement s
come to life.

The SBAA Student Art Fund will:

•      Be available to teachers of Sant a Barbara and
Carpinteria public junior high and high schools

•      Pay art lab fees for families of student s unable to
afford these fees

•      Create a pool of donated money that will be used to
fund materials that the art teachers deem crticial to the
success of thei programs.

•      The amount available to teachers will be evenly divided
based on student enrollment in art classes.

We, members of the S tudent Art Fund Committee, are all
volunteers who believe we can make a difference.  W e
believe you too can make a difference with your t ax-
deductible gif t to the Sant a Barbara Art Association’ s
Student Art Fund.

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Tributes to Ray Strong
I FIRST MET RA Y STRONG IN THE F ALL OF 1973,
enrolling in his Landscape Painting class at Santa Barbara
Art Institute. I took all his classes at Adult Education and
spent summers with him at the Mendocino Art Center . His
observations of the landscape went beyond the mere visual.
He always brought up the core. 

I once asked Ray during a painting day with my brother
Larry in the Santa Monica Mountains, “Ray , where does the
blue begin here?” His immediate answer, “Where the retina
meets the optic nerve!” One year Ray asked me to design a
fly er to promote his Townley Room exhibition. W anting
some guidance I asked, “Well, how w ould y ou sum it up?”
Without hesitation, Ray said “Life, Landscape and Light.”
His show w as a painting Primer, a gift of teaching to the
community . 

Ray was forever a joy to be near, his infectious enthusi-
asm for life alw ays left me feeling changed for the better. He
is the most influential artist and personal mentor of my life.

RAY’S PRESENCE IS SO BIG AS TO BE TIMELESS. NO
one who met him missed out. If someone was with Ray for
fiv e minutes, the impact could last a lifetime. When he was
with y ou, he was with you - those eyes, that enthusiasm!
Alw ays positive, never complaining, ready to go, his example
is my deep personal goal. "Don't dim down the freshness!"

As one of the founders of Gallery 113 (1973), Ray con-
ceived the idea for our artists cooperative, and Audree
Campbell and Eric Parfit w ere the dedicated workers who
made it happen. In a sense, 113 was a spin off of the San
Francisco Artists Cooperativ e organized by Ray and wife
Betty in 1934, which in turn w as modeled from Ray’s experi-
ence at the New York Art Students League during the late
1920s. The San Francisco Artists Cooperativ e was a branch of
the Art Students League of San Francisco, both formed at the
same time. Ray wanted to create an art school tailored to 
students’ needs and budgets, and organized it with fellow
instructors Maynard Dixon, George P ost, and Frank Van
Sloan.  Photography soon followed with instructors Ansel
Adams, Dorothea Lange and Immogen Cunningham. This
was the start of Ray’s long career as an art educator.

Alw ays an advocate for the people, Ray wanted to make
art available to everyone. He organized a rental gallery in the
early years of La Cumbre Plaza, then later initiated the rental
program at Gallery 113 which still carries on today! Ray
loved visiting the Gallery all the y ears he lived in Santa
Barbara. It was a treat for whoever was sitting the desk when
Ray came booming in.
