AS WE FINISH UP OUR ANNUAL
membership drive and Fall new-
member ingathering, it has become
apparent to me that as our
Association continues to grow, it is
becoming increasingly difficult for
our hard-w orking v olunteers to
manage all the work they need to do
to keep SBAA running. We now
have around 600 members - and the &
work of running the organization is
a far cry from the early days of 50
members!

The increase in our size has many consequences, tw of
which | discuss below.

The workload of our volunteer T reasurer, and the
Membership and Directory volunteers.

As our treasurer (Malcolm T uffnell) struggles to record
and process 600+ checks (in his spare time after a full-time
job), our new membership Chair (Jacqui Braw) is recording
all the address changes and adding the contact information of
our new members. After the list is complete it goes to the
Directory Editor (Lesli P epper) to complete the layout of our
new directory and send it off to the printers. The w ork
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doesn' stop when the directory is done - throughout the y ear
changes in street addresses, e-mail and wb-site addresses
and telephone numbers continue to come in and need to be
recorded. The effort involved in each of these jobs increases
with each new member.

A change in the office of President of SBAA.

At one time the presidency of SBAA was a position of
honor generally held by our Association’s most established,
well-known and respected artists. In recent years that has still
sometimes been true, but there seems to be a trend toward
the presidency being held by those members, sometimes re}
atively new members, who are willing to commit the great
time and effort the position requires and deal with the many
hassles inwlved. Few of our well-established artists are will -
ing to take on the presidency as it is now.

I would like our members to consider a possible change to
the way the Association works, and to let their opinions be
heard - either by me through e-mail bkrowley@cox.net (and
I'll summarize responses in the newsletter) or by writing to
the newsletter directly.

Has the SBAAreached a size where we need to haw a paid
part-time manager to oversee the day-to-day work inv olved
in running this Association?

This change, if instituted, would have sewral costs and also
several benefits.

On the costs side...

We would perhaps lose some intangible but valuable sense of
pride and “ownership” that comes from our Association being
run almost entirely by v olunteers,

We would need to raise our fees to pay for such changes. |
have asked friends what they pay for membership in v arious
professional societies, and the dues are generally much high
er than our $35/year - often as high as $150-$250! Thankfully
we wouldn’t need to raise our fees that high, and | am not sure
yet how much of an increase would be needed. With 600
members, though, even a modest increase can generate con
siderable funds. An increase of $10 would bring in an addi -
tional $6,000 a year; doubling our dues to $70 per year would
generate an additional $21,000 a ar! Sally Hamilton tells me
the “Friends of the Library” organization has been made more
efficient and effective through the hiring of a part-time man -
ager for less than $15,000 a gar.

On the benefits side...

An executive manager would relieve many of the demands
and hassles of the presidency The position might once again
become attractive to senior, well established artists who, with

their community recognition and position, could more effec -
tively represent our members. Artists who are earlier in their

careers or not well recognized (like me) don’t have the recog
nized “presence” or public status to be as effective in our
Association’s interests as a vell-known artist could be. W e
continually need to be developing new venues in which to
show our member’s art - a president who is an established and
respected artist could be a great asset to théAssociation.

A paid executive manager would be more likely to remain
in the position for a number of y ears (few presidents do) -
allowing an “institutional memory” to dev elop. Now each
president and each board member needs to learn anew how
all our w ork gets done - and | can speak from experience that
this is not an efficient way to do things.

Our volunteers would be more likely to stay at their jobs
for longer periods if some of the hassles and effort were
reduced. As it is, several of our positions have a history of
“burning out” v olunteers. Any w ay we keep people in posk
tions longer will greatly increase how smoothly things run.

In general, the day-today workings of the Association could
run much more smoothly and effectiv ely.

This is NOT an attempt to raise dues. This is just an explo
ration of one idea for making the Association more effective.
If you have alternative proposals please let me know but
please dont suggest that more people volunteer, or that vol-
unteers do their work more effectively unless YOU are willing
to step up and take on some of the work.

Please let me know your views.

Some became teachers of art
history, museum pofessionals, or suc
cessful artists. Many have continued
to corespond with Fenton and visit
his studio in his Montecito home.
