Candy and John Beaver drove up from Pacific
Palisades with their two daughters and Candy presented the
Beaver Family Awards to our winners on the steps of the
Courthouse. The Beaver Family have supported us with this
wonderful awards sponsorship for two years now and they
seem interested in continuing into the future.

Many thanks to Jim Armstrong for his hard work in jurying
and curating the show. He’s put in a wonderful effort for us
for the last three years.

Darrell Ghan was the big seller with his large-format oil
entitled View from the Bird Refuge. Gerry Aspen and Holli
Harmon had the other sales. Congratulations to all three.

I am very happy to report that all the artists juried into the
show signed up for volunteer work, and all showed up for
their shifts. We had a great group of workers for all the shifts
of the show. My thanks to you all. Special thanks to Bob
Tuomey for joining me on the unpopular Friday-night shift.

While all that went very well, our sales were less than
previous years with only the three pieces sold. Attendance
was down for the entire Festival. Over 40% of the booth
artists pulled out over the 2 months preceding the show, for
no clear reason. Blame it on Hurricane Katrina, the economy,
or sunspots. To try and break even, the promoter, Stephen
Millard of Main Events International, brought in the Concours
de Elegance (fancy cars) and raised gate prices to $10 for
the weekend. He still lost a lot of money and the future of the
show is in question.

Our SBAA turnout for the ingathering was lower than I
expected, with less than 50 artists entering.  I thought the
ingathering was thoroughly announced, the prize money was
considerable, and sales from previous years have been
good.  If anyone has any ideas why we didn’t attract more of
our members please let me know.

This is an expensive show for SBAA, both in costs (tent
rental, posters, panel moving) and in effort, and while I think
it provides good public exposure and the potential for good
sales, before next year we need to consider whether the
expense and effort is worth the return.

My thanks to all of you who helped with the show.
