ITIS VERY INTERESTING TO COMP ARE TO-
day’s expectations of art and artists with the expecta
tions and aspirations of earlier years. Here are seeral
quotes from the SBAA Articles of Incorporation that
were reprinted in the 1976 SBAADirectory:

“...this organization must endeav or in all its dealings to
distinguish good art from bad, sincere efforts from the
false, substantial work from the v acuous. It must insist
on standards of excellence...comprehensiw to the pub-
lic. The artist is urged to assume his responsibility of
spiritual leadership, striving for closer ties of common
understanding with the public. He is reminded that
nature and mankind are alw ays an inexhaustible source
of inspiration and that, although w orldwide difficulties
will remain with us, he should not retreat into personal

cynicism.

“It is our firm belief that the greatest public service
which this group can perform is the endorsement of that
art which is a synergy of the artist’'s creative impulses
springing both from experiment and tradition.

“T o best contribute towards the development of a vir -
ile national culture able to counteract the present world
tendency toward chaos, the artist must be strong and
clear in his convictions of the truth.”
