
IN THE OCTOBER PRESIDENT’S LETTER I ASKED
for your responses to the idea of raising dues to hire a paid
staff person for the SBAA. Since
then I have received about 15 e-mail
responses and had 8 or 10 people
talk with me about the idea. Most
responses are in favor of the idea,
but some express thoughtful con-
cerns. I have re-printed relevant
portions of some of the e-mailed
responses below. I still hav e not
heard from anyone clearly opposed
to the idea. If you harbor serious
doubts please let me hear from you
- I don’t want to move ahead with
changes without hearing all points
of view.  

Here are some of the comments about the idea:

“I think that higher dues are a very reasonable idea. The organiza-
tion is too large and the venues too frequent and varied to expect
the current number of volunteers to do the work.”

“My only concern, arising from experience as a board mem-
ber of a community organization 20 y ears ago, is that you

do not hire a manager who is also a member of the
Association. This never works, creates factions and is a con-
flict of interest.”

“yes yes YES YES YES! It's a great idea on all fronts: more likely
to have continuity, less hassles in getting a new president every
year, etc.  By comparison, the SB Studio Artists charge $150 /
year membership, so I think an increase of our dues is a very 
reasonable way to go.” 

“I am v ery much in fav or of hiring paid staff and increasing
the annual membership dues to fund same. If we can only
afford one paid staff person, I think the position should be
called something like “business manager” and the individ -
ual should have a very strong background in financial
recordkeeping and reporting.” 

“As far as hiring people goes, I am kind of on the fence. I think
SBAA probably needs to hire someone. My thoughts are:  hire a
bookkeeper/treasurer, part-time, of course. This is the really impor-
tant area;  the one which, if not handled well, can make or break
all the other jobs. To pay for several other jobs would be nice, but
maybe not entirely feasible just now all at once. I think it would
be best to hire ONE person and see how it goes.....and see if SBAA

Artist of the Month: James R. Dow 

James R. Dowis showing a recent collection of "Californiascape"
paintings for the month of December .

can afford topay more people. Then add
them one by one as time goes by. You
don't want to break the bank first thing.
I would ideally like to say we need a
Dir ector, but SBAAwould be way out of
the ball-park to hire one. On the other
hand, a bookkeeper/treasurer would be
cheaper and money well-spent.”

Your suggestions in the October
newsletter regarding presidency
changes and workload are valid. The
Association could study the example
of the local Santa Barbara AIA chap-
ter (American Institute of Architects)
and how they are run. They have an
executive director and now are
accepting dues paid by PayPal. If we
could go virtual: pay dues online,
email newsletters, member regulated
web-based address list (password
protected), etc. maybe we could cut

out some of the extra work. This
may require a one-time inv estment,
but not a permanent doubling of
membership. I think if w e raise fees
by that much, w e will see a major
decline in members.

When  groups becomes extremely
large they no longer are exclusive or
manageable.  Hiring more paid man -
agement may not be the answer for
an Art Co-op.. It has been my busi-
ness experience that paid manage-
ment creates a dictatorship environ-
ment. Perhaps limiting the member -
ship by raising the dues plus signing
up for 3 volunteer sessions as a pre-
requisite for belonging to the group,
or close off the membership for a
year or two until the board can
address all of the internal issues.

To depend on hoping to enlist
some good-hearted volunteer to step
forw ard each year is not the plan a
vibrant group w ants to have if it is to

grow.  We need to have a profession-
al staff to be paid to stay in that job
and provide continuity and provide
the public relations that will keep up
with a growing vibrant organization
dealing with a changing w orld.
The question is how to pay for the
new position. My proposal is simple.
Each member donates an artwork (or
pays a fee if not donating) for a
group show/auction with a rev erse
split where the artist receiv es, say,
15% and the group treasury the
other 85%. The artist donates the
work for sale but if it isn't sold the
artist keeps the artwork. Would the
proceeds pay for staff needed?

Edwin Rudd Post, Jr . 1913 - 2006
Rudd Post, noted California water-
colorist, died at home in Santa
Barbara on October 29th.

Rudd was born January 28,
1913 in Spokane, Washington, the
first of four children. He graduated
from South Pasadena High School
in 1931 and later attended
Occidental College and UCLA.

Rudd’s painting career began in
1929 and spanned 65 years, during
which he painted over 3,000

California landscapes and portraits. He loved to travel,
and his paintings depict landscapes from over 100 com-
munities from every region of California. For over 20
years, he painted the landscape in Margaret Singer’s
class, and figures in Jorgen Hansen’s. Over the past four
years he suffered the gradual and nearly complete loss of
his vision.

Rudd was a long-time member of the SBAA, the
California Watercolor Society, and a signature member of
the American Watercolor Society. A book of 400 reproduc-
tions of his watercolor landscapes and portraits, pub-
lished last year, is available at the Santa Barbara Public
Library. A collection of 45 note cards containing reproduc-
tions from his book is available from his estate by calling
Mary Helen Post at 682-4575. 

Prior to devoting himself full time to his art, his primary
occupation was farming alfalfa in Antelope Valley from
1940 to 1955. Rudd is survived by his wife of 58 years,
Mary Helen Post, and their children and grandchildren.
Rudd, a deeply spiritual man, was a founding member of
Christ the King Episcopal Church in Goleta. He died
peacefully in the certain hope of glory.

The weather cooperated and the
crowds and energy were great. With
no gate fee and a broader, and very
energetic, range of music, the Festival
was FUN - something missing in earli-
er years. We had a very strong show
in our huge tent and had a steady
stream of visitors, especially during
the reception on Saturday evening.
Mary Carol Kenney did a w onderful
job putting together a delicious and
beautiful spread that w as well appre-
ciated.  With floral arrangements,
cocktail tables and chairs, and a range
of food and wines w e had quite a
party in honor of all our dedicated
patrons.
The winners of the Beaver Family

Awards were: 1st place ($500) -
Christina Altfeld (a new member) for
a dramatic B&W photograph of a
rose, 2nd place ($250) - Clara Martinez
for an acrylic painting of abstract
nudes, the Juror’s Choice  award
($250) went to Seantel de’Monte
Sanders for his multi-media piece of a
photo set under acrylic resin, and the
four Honorable Mentions ($100) w ent
to Peggy Fletcher for a subtle water-
color landscape, Ron Freese for one of
his wonderful figurativ e watercolors,
Rick Osgood for his watercolor of a
street scene, and B.J. Stapen for an
unusual small palette-knife landscape.
This was the 2nd year Rick Osgood
has won an award in this show, and
the 3rd year as an award winner for
Ron Freese!   
Our juror w as James Armstrong,

who has been the juror for all three
years of this show. Jim also helped
curate the tent to show our work to its
best effect.
Jerry and Helene Beaver presented

the awards (the first year they’ve been
in town to do so) and w ere so
impressed with our show , the tent and
the turnout of SBAA members for the

reception
that they’v e
decided to
increase
their awards
sponsorship from $1400 this year to
$2400 for next year! This was already
the most generous set of awards of
any of our shows - and it’s larger for
next year! Start painting now - w e
may have a $1000  first prize next
year!
The sponsors for our tent included

Frame and Village Frame and Gallery, 
and Ferrel’s Chiropractic. Remember

Sean Sanders did a great job working

There were 125 pieces entered by 52
artists, with 71 pieces accepted. We
sold 4 pieces for a total of  $1992,
which w orks out to $1295 income to
our artists (not counting the $1400 in
awards), and $697 commission to
Gallery 113. With our tent sponsor -
ships it looks like SBAA broke even
on the overall cost of the show.
